On The Landing
In my Carmel, we call the day 

on which a woman joins our Community 
her “Landing Day.” It’s like a plane 

coming in for a safe landing after a long trip. We could 
also say that it was our Community’s Landing Day when 
six Carmelites from the Morristown Carmel moved into 
the newly founded Carmel in New Brunswick on Oct. 
14th, 1949. We remember each Carmelite’s personal 
Landing Day as a special anniversary, so for even better 
reasons we should remember our Community’s Landing 
Day. It will be the 75th Anniversary next year, and we are 
beginning a Year of Preparation this month on Oct. 14th.

I don’t think it was a coincidence that the house 
in New Brunswick that welcomed those six Carmelites 
was situated on Landing Lane! Landings are important 
realities. They are arrivals at a special point in a journey. 
They are stops in a stairway that enable us to break the 
climb before leading us further upwards. We can say 
that our life here is a landing on the climb up to heaven. 
It is not the end of our journey. Rather, it is a place 
where we are prepared to make the final ascent to God.
