Second Week of Advent

The Advent wreath is one of the most recognizable symbols of 
the Advent season. While historians do not agree about all the 
details of its origin, most do agree that Advent wreaths did not 
begin in church, but rather in the homes of ordinary people. 
One suggestion is that this custom began when wooden wagon 
wheels were brought into the home during winter to prevent 
them from deterioration and warping outside in the cold. 
Eventually, greens and candles were added to make them more 
pleasing inside the home.. Sometime during the 1600s this 
custom made its way into Lutheran churches in Germany 
when the candles came to represent the weeks until Christmas. 
The use of the Advent wreath spread slowly to other Christian 
churches and first appeared in America in the early 1900s.
