Puri-
fication and Presentation, which is 40 days after  
Christmas. A good excuse to keep your Christmas 
lights on during the cold, dark months ahead.

It is a beautiful, calming sacrament with 
beautiful prayers and beautiful graces. If you have 
been putting it off, let the start of the new year be 
your excuse.
Safety Precautions – The omicron spike reminds 
us that we are not yet where we want to be. 
Thanks, as always, for being extra considerate of 
the people around you: When in doubt, err on the 
side of caution. Then, if someone does not care, no 
harm done. And if someone does care, you are en-
riching their experience of church. Most people 
would be surprised to learn about the number of 
parishioners who are medically vulnerable these 
days. Thanks and blessings.
Calendars – Our parish calendars for 2022 are 
here – just a little late. Please take one this week-
end. For now, we need to lean on one-per-house-
hold. If we get to January 15 and have spares, I will 
be asking you to take more.
New Year’s Resolutions – What resolution(s) is 
on your list? Whatever it/they is/are, I encourage 
you to take a few moments to make sure that you
are connecting the dots between your resolution(s) 
and our pre-Mass prayer: “Lord Jesus Christ, living 
Son of the living God, Help me to know what You 
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want, to want what You want, and to do what You 
want.” In the very unlikely event that a frivolous res-
olution has made your list, efforts to connect the 
dots will make its goofiness apparent. In the much 
more likely event that your resolution is inspired, it 
is good to connect the dots and feel Jesus’ desire 
to help you achieve His/your goal.

   The entire Catholic Church is called to 
participate in the upcoming Synod of Bishops! 
The upcoming Synod is entitled: “For a Synodal 
Church: Communion, Participation, and Mission.” 
Synod is a Greek word (synodos ) meaning a 
meeting or assembly. The two Greek words that 
make up Synod are syn meaning together and 
hodos meaning way or journey. Pope Francis has 
called the entire People of God to journey 
together! This Synod is not just another meeting 
with oral presentations and written reports. This 
Synod is a process of journeying together. 
   As the Church, we will listen to each other, 
dialogue with each other, Discern together and 
make decisions together for the purpose of 
proclaiming the Gospel of Jesus Christ to the 
world! Pope Francis is asking each local diocese 
to gather together- clergy, religious and laity- to 
first listen to each other’s joys and hopes, and 
griefs and anxieties (c.f. Gaudium et Spes no. 1). 
After we listen to each other, we are called to 
dialogue together on ways we can accompany 
each other as we seek to grow in holiness. 
Listening and speaking within the Church always 
involves prayer. 
   We are listening, dialoguing and praying 
together so that we can hear the voice of the Holy 
Spirit. The “goal” of this journeying together is not 
to create a new vision or pastoral plan with 
objectives. Rather, the goal of our journeying 
together is to be present with one another, to 
listen and learn with each other, and to grow 
closer to the Lord and His Church.
