Dear All, Christ’s Peace!
    Preparing for Lent – Ash Wednesday is one week 
from this Wednesday. (How did that happen?) This is the 
time to sort through the prospects for your Lenten prac-
tice. I encourage you to use the season as a holy excuse 
to end a bad habit or start a good habit – to start a long-
lasting change you suspect Jesus wants you to make. 
You might want to wonder about habits of prayer, ser-
vice, and building community. Think big and maybe try, 
“Lord Jesus Christ, living Son of the living God, please 
help me to know what You want, to want what You want, 
and to do what You want this Lent.”
    Reading the Sunday Readings – Remember, the new 
hymnals include the readings for each Sunday Mass. If 
reading them during the readings helps you, by all 
means, read along. The lector will announce the number 
assigned to the day’s readings so you can find them in 
the hymnal. And maybe wonder about using Lent to 
deepen your habit of reading the readings before Mass?
