Behind the Scenes of This Week’s Readings
Third Sunday of Advent

Today’s Mass opens with the words “Rejoice, the Lord is 
near.” Formerly called Gaudate Sunday, taken from the 
Latin word for rejoice, it sets the tone for the last two 
weeks of Advent. While the readings of the first two 
weeks of Advent were somber and alluded to the final 
judgment, the second two weeks are decidedly more 
upbeat and focus on the joy that should be in our hearts 
as we remember the birth of our Savior and look to his 
future coming. To highlight this joy, the priest may wear 
rose-colored vestments and the third candle in the 
Advent wreath is also rose or pink. – Dorothy Gearon
