The Transfiguration narrative we hear in Luke’s Gos-
pel today is also found in the gospels of Matthew
(Mt. 17:1-8) and Mark (Mk.9:2-8) and in Peter’s  
Epistle (2Peter 1:16- 18). The Transfiguration is con-
sidered one of the major milestones in the life of 
Jesus and as such is celebrated by Catholics and 
other Christians including the Eastern Orthodox 
Church, Anglicans, Lutherans, Methodists and oth-
ers.  In 2000 Pope John Paul II added a new set off 
Mysteries to the traditional Joyful, Sorrowful and 
Glorious Mysteries of the Rosary. The new 
Luminous Mysteries includes a meditation on the 
Transfiguration of Jesus.

Our Lenten Jesus Prayer – We switched over on Ash 
Wednesday, from our “Ordinary Time Jesus Prayer” to 
our “Lenten Jesus Prayer.” One of our younger parish-
ioners subsequently suggested an edit that struck me as 
brilliant. This final version of our Lenten Jesus prayer in-
cludes that edit:

    By Your love and Your mercy

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SERVING THE CHURCH AS A DEACON

A new diaconate formation class is being formed 
in our diocese. Faith-filled, holy men who can serve the 
Church as leaders are encouraged to consider this 
possible calling to be a Deacon.
Basic requirements for a man to enter into diaconate 
formation include:

Must: be a baptized Catholic for at least five years.
Be between the ages of 35 and 60.
be a U.S. citizen or a permanent resident.
have completed high school (though a college degree is 
preferred).
if married, be in a stable marriage preferably for at least 
five years (if there was a prior marriage, there must be 
proof of annulment).
if single, be willing to take the vow of celibacy.
be a resident of the diocese.
have some degree of financial security.
and generally give evidence of good repute and moral 
character. 

A key requirement for a married man is that he must have 
the support and consent of his wife to enter formation. 
A key requirement for any candidate is that he have the 
support of his pastor.
If you think the Holy Spirit is calling you to prepare for this 
ministry or to find out more, please contact Fr. Hank by 
March 21. An information meeting will be held at the 
diocese for potential candidates at the end of March..
