BEHIND THE SCENES
During this coming Holy Week our eyes will be espe-
cially drawn to the crucifix. Many images of the crucifix
depict Jesus after he has died — his head is down and
blood runs down his side after his chest has been
pierced by the Roman soldier’s spear. When our new
church was built in 1998, artist Alice Manzi was commis-
sioned to design the large central crucifix behind the al-
tar. She chose to depict Jesus in his very last moments
before his death. His eyes are looking up toward heaven
and one can imagine him saying his last words, “Father,
into your hands | commend my spirit.” Notice, too, his
hands. Our Faith teaches us that Jesus was both human
and divine. The artist depicted this truth through the way
she fashioned his hands: The left hand, open and reach-
ing to heaven, depicts the Divine Nature of Christ. The
right hand depicts his human nature. With his clenched
hand Jesus is clinging to the precious gift of earthly life

Good Friday, called “Long Friday” in some cultures, marks the
close of the long fast of Lent.

Have you spent
these 40 days the way you had intended? Or did you perhaps
pass the cup of self-sacrifice early on? Not to worry. In the end, it
is more about quality than quantity. As Doctor of the Church Saint
John Chrysostom says, “No matter how much time you spend
fasting, no matter how much you sleep on a hard floor and eat
ashes and sigh continually, if you do no good to others, you do
nothing great.”

HOLY SATURDAY; EASTER VIGIL
Experience the real absence
Today the church is silent, the altar is bare, the tabernacle is
empty. Holy Saturday is observed without ceremony of any kind.
The Easter Vigil does not start until the sun goes down. Before the
kindling of the Easter fire, Holy Saturday remains a blank spot in
the church’s calendar signifying the real death of Jesus. Perhaps it
is a good time to visit your church and experience our lifeless
Lord. If you get there before the hubbub of Easter preparation
begins, you can keep vigil in the quietude of a church reflecting on
its beloved Christ, crucified.
