Of  the four Gospels, the Lord’s Prayer is only found in 
today’s Gospel and in Matthew’s. While both versions 
are similar, there are some differences. In Matthew’s 
Gospel the Lord’s Prayer is part of the Sermon on the 
Mount (Mt. 6:9-13), while In Luke, Jesus teaches the 
prayer in a time of prayer. Although slightly different,  
both versions of the Lord’s Prayer follow the same basic 
formula: 1) They both begin with an address to God as 
Father and a glorification of his name. 2) The needs of 
the disciples are addressed next. And 3) the prayer 
ends with God’s forgiveness for us that ;leads us to  
forgive others. Matthew’s version is more familiar as 
it is prayed at Mass and in other prayer settings.
