THE PAVILION

The pandemic has exposed our impressive affection
for outdoor activities. Even as COVID wanes, thank
God, we still like to gather outside. Attendance at out-
door Masses remains very strong. Many ministries pre-
fer to hold their meetings under the tent. Our SAGES
croupiers have learned how to deal in the breeze. Youth
Ministry makes exceptional use of the tent and some of
Becca’s Friends’ best events have taken place there.
Our “O Holy Nights” events, which are fully outdoors,
center in the tent space, even though our insurance pol-
icy requires us to leave the top off from mid-November
until mid-April. We love the outdoors.

The tent has been a major blessing for these pan-
demic years. It has truly changed parish life and we are
in debt to those who provided it. But the tent has a lim-
ited lifespan. And the tent would get even more use if it
were larger, had better lights and power, and could stay
up all year.

The pavilion, as currently envisioned, will do every-
thing we want the tent to do. It will last, God willing, for a
century or more. It will be 30 percent bigger than the
tent, will be useable 12 months of the year, will have all
the outlets we could need and, we hope, a huge fire-
place to ground winter activities.

The pavilion promises to enrich our shared prayer,
our efforts to console and challenge one another, and
our experience of community. It promises to help us
grow as priests, prophets, and monarchs.

Your generous contributions to the weekend collec-
tion baskets will NOT finance the project. Restricted
gifts will pay for the pavilion. People who are very en-
thusiastic about the project have already donated about
$100,000. Others have pledged an additional $90,000.
The project is likely to cost a little more than $300,000
and we will not start until we have all the money we need
to pay for it. There will be no credit, financing, or loans.
Once it is built, the operations budget will pay for the up-
keep. But since there is no HVAC or plumbing, and
since it will be a minimalist structure, the upkeep ex-
penses should be quite low.

If the diocese approves our petition, and if our con-
tractors can secure the materials, we should be able to
break ground next spring. (NB — The vendors we have
contacted warn us of a six-month waiting period.) The
pavilion will be located between the parish offices and
the rectory driveway.

Please let me know if you have any questions, con-
cerns, or recommendations.

It's a good
day anywhere to consider Mary’s radical embrace of her calling
and ask her help to do the same in our lives.

Check for blind spots
Saint Peter Claver, S.J. (1580-1654) spent most of his life in
Cartagena, Columbia ministering to enslaved people arriving at
the ports. He left a lasting legacy that inspired the formation of the
Knights of Peter Claver, the largest African-American Catholic
fraternal order in the United States; the Apostles of the Sea, who
continue to minister to seafarers around the world; and the
Missionary Sisters of St. Peter Claver, who serve the poor,
particularly in Africa. However, like any of us—even saints—Peter
had his blind spots. Though he worked tirelessly to serve those
arriving in shackles, he himself enslaved people. Many Catholics
at the time spoke out against slavery; Peter did not, nor did the
majority of the Catholic hierarchy. Enlightenment takes time. Like
Peter Claver, show compassion as you strive for clearer vision.
